The Board reviewed the application and Board Member Seitz moved for approval of the application with Board Member Bronson providing a second. The motion carried by unanimous vote: 8-0.
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Professional Business

Presentation by the Phoenix Institute of Herbal Medicine and Acupuncture (PIHMA)

Jonathan Lindsey, on behalf of PIHMA, presented information regarding the survey of students on school policies and Student Code of Conduct.  
As a result of the Board’s direction, PIHMA is inserting new language into all practicum and clinic syllabi that states “that students may not practice outside PIHMA clinic, approved PIHMA externship sites, or PIHMA classes until they are licensed to do so.”  In addition, each practicum student will be required to sign a form acknowledging the student is aware of this policy.

Mr. Lindsey spoke to the questions related to the survey presented to PIHMA students. He explained that only five people responded to the survey and the responses were inconsistent and the questions were misunderstood by the survey takers.
No board action was taken on this agenda item.

Executive Director Gonzalez reviewed the procedures to be used at the January 28, 2015 board meeting when election of board officers will take place.

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Report presented by the Aarons Company on the establishment of rules by the Arizona State Board of Physical Therapy regarding dry needling as performed by physical therapists.
Theresa Ulmer from the Aarons Company shared information on the rulemaking activities underway by the Arizona State Board of Physical Therapy.  At the present time, there is no draft copy of rules for review.  The Executive Director at the Arizona State Board of Physical Therapy is working with his board on a draft to be shared in the near future.

Chairman Rhodes expressed his desire to see a draft of the proposed rules as soon as the draft is made available.  Ms. Ulmer assured the Board will be kept apprised of any developments.

The Board reviewed the memorandum prepared by Montgomery Lee, Assistant Attorney General, on the Board’s request for injunction against RuQing Xie.
The memo states the Complaint and Application for Preliminary Injunctions against RuQing Xie is being filed today.  Assistant Attorney General Michael Raine is co-counsel and lead attorney in the lawsuit.  The lawsuit should be served on Mr. Xie within the next week and a hearing on the application for preliminary injunction should be set within the next few weeks depending on the Court’s calendar.
