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Executive Director Report

--Review of Arizona State Board of Physical Therapy letter requesting approval to proceed with dry needling rulemaking.

The Board reviewed and discussed Executive Order 2015-01 (rules moratorium in effect until December 31, 2015) along with the Arizona State Board of Physical Therapy letter requesting approval of justification rulemaking; Arizona State Board of Physical Therapy Standards of Education and Training for Dry Needling Draft Rules 1/25/15; and laws 2014, Senate Bill 1154.

The Aarons Company, represented by Barry Aarons and Theresa Ulmer, shared their thoughts on whether the Office of the Governor will be granting agencies/boards a waiver from the Executive Order so they can continue the rulemaking process.  In addition, the Board was reminded of the language found in Senate Bill 1154 that states the following: 

“On or before July 1, 2015, the board of physical therapy shall establish by rule professional standards of care and training and education qualifications for the performance of dry needling for therapeutic purposes.  A physical therapist who was performing dry needling as a therapeutic modality before January 1, 2014 may continue to perform dry needling until the board adopts standards of care and training and education qualifications pursuant to this section and then is required to meet the standards and qualifications adopted by the board.”
The Board had questions on the contents of the draft rule as presented.  The Board asked the Aarons Company and the Executive Director to continue monitoring this issue in case any future board action is needed.

--Update on Complaint #2014-23 RuQing Xie—Unlicensed to Practice

Michael Raine, Assistant Attorney General, provided the Board with a status report on actions take since the last board meeting.  On January 30, 2015, an evidentiary hearing was held at Superior Court, before the Honorable Katherine Cooper, on the merits of the application for preliminary and permanent injunction.  Mr. Xie was served with notice of the hearing, but failed to attend.  

Judge Cooper issued her ruling and the Order was provided in two parts: 1) the first part deals with unlicensed practice, and there will a $1,000 civil penalty enforced by the Court for each violation of unlicensed practice; 2) the second part deals with unlawful advertising of acupuncture services, and the Court has provided Mr. Xie twenty days to remove all advertisements.  This includes signs posted at his office, print advertising, and website.  Following the twenty day period, there will be $100 per day fine for each day the advertising remains.
The Executive Director was instructed to inform the City of Scottsdale prosecutor’s office of the action taken by the Court.  The Board requested they be kept apprised of any developments on this matter.
